Executive Director 

I am happy to report that St. SetonΩs Orphaned Animals will 

celebrate its 8
th

 birthday on April 15
th

.   I remember what I 

thought when the IRS classified us as a charityτάNow 

what?έ  I canΩt tell you how many times we have been faced 

with challenges I thought we would never over come:  

heavenly veterinary bills we thought we could never pay, an 

endless stream of government paperwork, grants I never 

thought we would win but, it happened.  Somehow, a life 

line for these animals appeared from what seemed to be 

thin air and we were able to save another life.  I believe with 

all my heart that it wasnΩt just the dedication and 

perseverance of our organization that helped us through the 

difficult times.  I believe GodΩs hand was there supporting 

not only us but, his animals.  That is why we chose the logo 

you see to your right. 

Here we are eight years later and I am proud to say that we 

have a committed Board of Directors, a group of very fine 

and dedicated volunteers and supporters who love animals 

as much as we do.   

Our organization over came many challenges throughout 

2009.  The economy and resultant foreclosures had an 

unprecedented impact on pets in the Rappahannock Region 

of Virginia.  Spotsylvania County led the nation in 

foreclosures last February.  Adjacent counties were not far 

behind.   Consequently, requests for intake of pets into our 

no kill adoption program quadrupled.  Our volunteers 

fielded an average of 30 calls per day.  Thanks to their 

efforts and the collaborative efforts of the community of 

Virginia animal welfare organizations, we were able to find 

safe havens for these innocents.  We personally re-homed 

over 180 companion animals.  Our Save and Train program 

for dogs still proves to be a success.  I am proud to say that 

our return rate for dogs last year was 1/10
th

 of a percent! 

Our goal for the upcoming years is to open a non-profit 

animal hospital which will serve to treat the pets of 

economically challenged guardians to prevent needless 

euthanasia.  This clinic will also reduce pet overpopulation 

through low cost and subsidized spay and neuter surgeries.  

Our projections for the number of spay and neuter surgeries 

performed at the clinic is 17,000 per year.  This number will  

 

 

increase as the clinic grows.  We have identified the funding 

for the medical equipment, supplies and modular buildings.  

We are now aggressively fundraising to purchase a small 

parcel of land for the clinic.  By this time this year, άHumane 

Virginiaέ will open its doors to the public. 

We will continue to strive to meet these challenges with the 

help of our volunteers and supporters for their efforts to 

effect positive change on behalf of companion animals. I am 

so very proud of all of you and grateful for your love and 

support of the animals.  Thank you and God Bless you.

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Meals on Wheels 

The economy has had a terrible impact on disabled senior 

citizens and their pets.  Through preventative programs such 

as our, άMeals on Wheelsέ program for pets, we keep 

companion animals out of kill shelters.  Their elderly 

guardians deeply love their pets but their ability to increase 

their income due to an unexpected challenge is non-existent 

due to age and infirmity.  Pets provide love and 

companionship to our senior citizens.  They, too, derive 

emotional and physical health benefits from the love and 

companionship of their fur kids.  The bond between the pet 

and their elderly guardian is strong.  Consequently, the 

guardian will sacrifice their own food, medicine and other 

necessities to provide for their cherished pet. 

This collaborative program was implemented through a 

partnership with the Rappahannock Area Agency on Aging 

in May 2009.  Over 40 volunteers deliver pet food to 60 

Agency on Aging clients residing in the City of 

Fredericksburg, Caroline, Stafford, Spotsylvania and King 

George counties.  We also deliver to 40 additional disabled 

clients who are disabled veterans, younger disabled people, 

to include hospice patients.  The total number of pets fed 

each month currently exceeds 350 and the numbers 

continue to grow.  Thanks to your support, we have been 

able to continue this program.  Thank you on behalf of all of 

our clients and their furry kids! 
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Adoption is the BEST Option 

Since the downturn in the economy, requests to surrender 

dogs and cats to our no kill, adoption program has 

quadrupled.  Quite frankly, we have not been able to meet 

this demand because we do not have a facility.  The pets in 

our program are kept in temporary foster homes of 

volunteers while we find them loving homes.  However, one 

of our volunteers developed a network with other animal 

welfare organizations that are not as challenged by the 

economy.  Our organization rescued 183 dogs and cats in 

2009.  The remaining 403 pets were safely placed in other 

no kill adoption programs in Northern Virginia and 

Maryland. 

Pets in our program are spay/neutered, fully vaccinated, 

micro-chipped and they receive the normal testing for 

internal parasites and heartworms.  Kitties are tested for 

Feline Leukemia and other deadly diseases.  Dogs are 

automatically enrolled in our, άSave NΩ Trainέ program.  

Foster parents teach dogs to become good canine citizens.  

Adoptive parents are then required to take their dog to a 

mini-training course to teach them the operating 

instructions of the dog.  The program has worked wonders.  

Adoptive parents report their new family members are the 

valedictorians of their obedience class.  One adoptive mom 

reported her young Labrador retriever fetched diapers for 

her!  Chase figured this out on his own.  The best part of this 

program is that it provides permanent loving homes.  Last 

year, only one pet was returned due to an unexpected, 

tragic illness in the family.  That puts our return rate for last 

year to 1/10
th

 of one percent.  I am proud to report our 

adoption program won a nationwide contest through the 

MaddieΩs Fund, a prominent animal welfare foundation.

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Life Line Program 

The loss of a pet due to oneΩs inability to afford treatment 

for an unexpected illness or injury is a tragedy and one of 

the key reasons companion animals are euthanized.  The 

Life Line program provides financial resources for indigent 

pet owners who find themselves in this position.  We are 

often asked why we have this program when it is the pet 

ownerΩs responsibility to provide this care.  More often than 

not, we encounter pet owners who have already expended 

thousands of dollars and they are just out of funds.  They 

have done everything they can do.  They do not want to give 

up on their much loved family member.   In some cases, the 

guardian has no funds and St. SetonΩs will fund the care. 

In 2009, we provided veterinary care to 25 pets ranging 

from the treatment of arthritis to major surgery.  Thanks to 

this program, all 25 survived and they are living healthy and 

happy lives. 

 

Puddles had a moderate case of Bronchitis.  His Dad was 

recently unemployed and veterinary care was out of their 

reach.  Puddles received steroid treatments and antibiotics.

Buddy was an outside dog who was hit by a car.  His 

guardian was recently divorced, expecting a baby in just a 

few weeks and this situation was overwhelming.  BuddyΩs 

leg was severely injured and required extensive surgery 

within a week.  The surgery was performed by Dr. Walker, 

Orthopedic Surgeon, Blue Ridge Animal Hospital, Purceville, 

Virginia.  Funding was provided by generous supporters and 

United Animal Nations.  His guardian decided to surrender 

Buddy to St. SetonΩs.  Tina, his foster mom, had fallen in love 

with BuddyΩs sweet and gentle nature.  Despite having been 

an outside dog, he never had an accident in the house.  

Buddy was very grateful to be saved.  Tina reported this 

gentle soul was gracious to her other dogs and a perfect 

gentleman in her home where he now follows her from 

room to room.  Buddy is nearly recovered.  He has a long

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Pet Overpopulation 

880 innocent animals perish in kill shelters across our nation 

every minute of every day.  There are simply more puppies 

and kittens, as well as adult pets, than there are homes for 

them.  Studies show that approximately 84% of pet owners 

spay/neuter their pets.  These studies also indicate that pet 

overpopulation is closely aligned with a lack of financial 

resources for the surgery.  Thanks to funding from the DJ & 

T Foundation, we are able to subsidize the cost of surgeries 

of dogs.  Petsmart granted funds to us to subsidize the 

surgeries of cats.  The average euthanasia rate for dogs in 

the Rappahannock Region of Virginia is 65% and 74% for 

cats.  We estimate that 150 dogs and 150 cats will be spayed 

and neutered through this program.  When we consider that 

each animal can produce a litter of five to 12 offspring, we 

are preventing many unwanted litters. 

We can do much more through our Life Line Program and 

our spay/neuter program by opening a clinic.  We could 

increase the spay/neuter surgeries from 300 per year to 

17,000.  That is a significant increase.  We could treat 

hundreds of sick and injured animals versus just 25.  Our 

goal is to place the clinic in South Stafford near the I95 exit 

area to provide access to residents of Spotsylvania, Stafford, 

Prince William, Faquier and other counties.   

We have made great strides toward completing this project.  

We have identified funding for the medical equipment and 

supplies.  We have secured funding through the Petco 

Foundation to purchase mobile buildings.  We need to 

locate a small parcel of land in order to complete the 

project.  Our hope is our fundraising efforts for 2010 will 

yield the funding for this parcel.
